For this activity, you will need to print up the “Fair Trade Teachings” cards (follow the printing instructions on the first page to get them at the useable size). 

Split students into groups of four. 

Each group should be given one card. They should try to work out what someone who followed that faith would learn from that quote. They should be sure that they include not only what the teaching is, but why it is important for that religion. Give a time limit (of about 3 minutes), then circulate cards around the groups and repeat the activity several times so that students are able to see a number of different cards. 
You can manage the student discussion – ensuring equal participation by using the "Discussion Tokens" activity. 
Afterwards students could;

a) Design a poster for one particular religious tradition explaining why buying fair trade goods is important. 

b) Do a “same / different” exercise to establish the commonalities and differences between religious traditions. (If you have already done the Common Word Module, it will be useful to refer back to the diagrams about how to treat others – though this may substantially extend the task). 

c) Prepare a video about their own ideas about Fair trade, incorporating ideas and quotes from a number of different places (including religious).
