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Mind your language
Students practice different ways of speaking - as an activity to reflect upon what they already know.  
This can be used as a lesson starter before “Offensive or OK” activity, or on its own.

Print out the role cards.  

You will also need to have a number of discussion topics up on the board, these could include:

· My day at school. 

· What I do for fun.

· The place I would most like to visit.

· My favourite book (or movie) 

The role cards have a number of different social roles with whom students may sometimes relate. The purpose of this exercise is to practice the different ways that they behave during those conversations, and then to reflect upon the differences (the key learning is that there are differences, and that they are aware of them).
· Each student has one of the role cards. 

· Ask students to partner up, using “stand up, hand up, pair up”. 

· Students tell each other what their assigned roles are (it doesn’t matter if they are the same) 

· Person A chooses one of the topics that you have written up on the board, and is given 1 minute to explain it to person B – as though Person B were the person on their card. 

· After 1 minute, the roles are reversed. 

· Then students do one WWW & one EBI for their partners, then swap cards, find new partners and repeat. 

I would suggest allowing everyone to practice this two or three times.

Finish with Class discussion to bring it together; what have they learned? The key idea is that there are different ways of speaking according to whom you are speaking. Therefore it is fair enough that there are particular ways of speaking that are appropriate for video conferences.
